 With the last celebration of Mass on Sunday, Easter 
“Day” comes to a close. Easter is such an important 
celebration for us that the Church requires 8 of “our” days 
to properly observe the event that changed history and 
continues to change us.  
 In the Acts of the Apostles, we see one of the first 
blessings of the Resurrection of Jesus, “Signs and wonders 
were done among the people at the hands of the Apostles.” 
This means that the wonderful things Jesus did were 
passed on to the members of His Church. We also see the 
emergence of the cult of the saints and ways in which the 
people honored the saints. “They even carried the sick out 
into the streets and laid them on cots and mats so that 
when Peter came by, at least his shadow might fall upon 
them.” 
 The author of the Book of Revelations, John [not the 
Evangelist], also experienced the Risen Jesus in his life. 
Jesus said to him, “I am the First and the last, the one who 
lives.. I hold the keys to death and the netherworld… Do 
not be afraid… Write on a scroll what you see.” 
 In the Gospel, we find the Disciples in hiding. The 
crucifixion was effective in crushing them and their dreams. 
But the Resurrection of Jesus means that we are not 
forgotten, and neither are our dreams. Jesus comes back 
to us and for us. Moreover, Jesus says to us just as He 
said to the Disciples, “Do not be afraid.. Receive the Holy 
Spirit.. As the Father sent me, so now, I send you…” 
 Thomas teaches us that skepticism can be helpful or 
like blindness. We can be blinded by what we see or 
believe we need to see. The testimony of the Disciples tells 
us that we have exactly the right amount of evidence to see 
and believe. The Good News is that we believe Jesus has 
risen and this makes us members of the community of the 
Saints—those who have Resurrection at work in them.
