The question from this contemporary Christmas Hymn,
“Who are we that You should love us so well?” is answered
by the drama of Holy Week which culminates in the
resurrection of Jesus Christ on Easter Sunday. We see in
graphic detail the consequences of our lying, our cheating,
our plotting, and the rest of our sinful behavior. Our sins do
not affect us alone; they affect God, as well. God must
sacrifice His Son to redeem those who unite themselves to
Him for life.

We, as Church, are those who unite ourselves to God
and our annual celebration of Easter is a renewal of our
identity as a member of God’'s Kingdom which is already
present but not yet fully revealed. The disciplines we
imposed on ourselves during Lent were for the purpose of
not only seeing signs of that Kingdom, but also being signs
of God’s Kingdom already present, but not yet fully
revealed.
