     Our First Reading comes from comes from the book of 
Hebrew Scriptures entitled, “the preacher” or even, “the 
Voice of the Assembly.”  This book fits into a group of 
readings called, “Wisdom Literature” and they deal with 
life’s problems and practices. 
     The theme of the Wisdom Literature is found in the 
verses we hear today.  Vanity or illusion is all there really is 
in life.  Knowing many things or having many possessions 
brings no different ending to our lives.  One person can 
labor for a lifetime and when that person dies, all of their 
profits and possessions may be given to one who did 
nothing to deserve it at all.  The popular expression for our 
day is, “You can’t take it with you.” 
     We all have things of great value, emotionally, materially 
or historically.  My room is full of valuable and useless 
possessions- yet quite neatly arranged.  I have a beaten up 
toy train, which was given to me at my Baptism.  When I 
hold it I can feel all the love given to me in my youth.  I 
have a rock from Casparia, Italy where I survived a 7 day 
retreat in a monastery infested with scorpion spiders.  Junk, 
yes they are all junk- but very valuable junk. 
     In the Gospel, the man is quite satisfied even though it 
was the land that gave him an abundance of crops.  In 
preparing for an easy lifestyle, he has lost contact with the 
fragility of his own life.  All that seemed to matter to him 
was himself. 
     We all have possessions.  The point is not what we 
possess, but what possesses us.  It is easy for us to 
receive the gift, but reject the One who gives the gifts.  The 
accumulation of more crops demanding more barns may 
have assisted this fellow avoid addressing his feelings of 
inferiority.  The parable does not say that he will not receive 
eternal life with God in heaven.  It says that he is out of 
touch with God and possessed by his possessions and 
cannot cooperate with God in the work of Creation.  The 
Wisdom for today is this, “In the end, the only things we can 
take with us are the things we give away.”
