As we enter the worship-space of our church we remind 
ourselves of our having entered the Church through bap-
tism. We dip our fingers in the holy water and sign our 
bodies with the tracing of the cross.  It is a reminder that 
God has claimed us as holy and set us aside for living an 
unusual life.  We are members of the church.  We are 
members of a Kingdom already present but not yet fully 
revealed.  The manner in which we live reflects the vision 
we possess. 
 In the Gospel, we read Luke’s version of the Beati-
tudes.  Where Matthew speaks only of  blessings,  Luke 
warns of curses.  Life happens.  Our response to the un-
predictable movements of life can bring us blessings or 
curses.  In this gospel, Jesus tells us that we, personally 
are responsible for bringing about material justice and 
peace.  Moreover, as we do this we will provoke resis-
tance and should expect persecution and rejection 
 Today Jesus challenges us to reflect on our “roots.” 
What strengthens us? What is the source of our life’s ac-
tivities? He says that those who rely on the shallowness 
of the immediate “now” will live in a changless and barren 
environment. Trusting only in human support forces a per-
son to make sure that everything is predictable and sta-
ble.This becomes a curse. 
 Those who live the “now” by treasuring the wisdom of 
the “past” are blessed indeed. They can hold the distress 
and uncertainty of the “present” and still see beyond to 
the blessing of tomorrow. Their strength derives from 
something other than themselves or their kind. They live 
in the “here-and-now” as citizens of the Kingdom not yet 
fully revealed. 
 As we bless ourselves with Holy Water as part of our 
entering God’s presence, we reclaim our place as mem-
bers of a Kingdom already present, but not yet fully re-
vealed.
