SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT

FEBRUARY 28, 2010

Last week the Gospel described the Temptation of
Jesus in the desert. This drama did not begin in the desert,
but at the Jordan River. In that rich and fertile environment,
God speaks, “You are My joy... My beloved Son.” A large
group of people heard those words.

This week, God speaks again, and a smaller, more
intimate group hears God's words. This time,
however, there is a command attached “This is my
beloved Son. Listen to him...”

Contact is being made in our readings today. God is
calling us and His strange and powerful statements have
implications for everyone who hears them.

At God’s invitation, Abram left his homeland and is now
without land or offspring— both are signs of God’s
blessing. This tension is resolved after God promises
Abram land, offspring and riches. The promise is sealed by
the ritual of making a Covenant.

In the ritual, animals are halved and the two parties who
are in agreement about the promises and conditions of the
partnership demonstrate their agreement by walking
between the slain animals. By doing this gesture, they are
saying to each other, that if the covenant is broken, may
the offending partner be like the animals— split in half!

In the Gospel, Peter, James and John witness the
Transfiguration of the Lord. Moses and Elijah speak to
Jesus about the upcoming exodus. This talk confuses
Peter who suggests they stay up on that hill. The “New
Exodus,” however, would take place on another hill near
Jerusalem.

Jesus stood on this hill in contemplation of the next
hill. He walks between the men of heaven and the men of
earth. Instead of animals being slain again and
again, Jesus will repair humanity’s original break from God
by being slain himself.

The command of God to listen to His Beloved Son is the
call to collapse the “tent of dreams”, let the cloud of glory
lift, and follow Jesus to the Cross.

God has made a covenant with us through the life,
death and resurrection of Jesus. This covenant comes to
us with a history, promises and directions. The history is
contained in our Jewish and Christian Scriptures. The
promises are made in terms of the life to come. The
direction is that we are to listen to God’'s beloved Son who
tells us that we too, share His being beloved.
