The Baptism of The Lord  
 

The Gospel today invites us to pray about a time-
shift or period of maturation.  Thirty years have passed 
since the Magi visited the Holy Family.  A sacred 
Annunciation begins the sequence of events that result in 
the birth of Jesus.  Today, we hear another annunciation 
which closes the season of Christmas. 
 In our First Reading today, we hear from the “Book of 
Consolation” within the Book of the Prophet Isaiah.  In this 
section, the prophet writes four “Servant Songs” describing 
a particular person whose mission is to bring light, justice 
and healing to those beyond the boundaries of Israel.  
Unlike the other prophets and mystics of the day, He will 
not work himself into frenzy and shout to the people.  
Instead, He will be gentle in speech and action and beloved 
of God and humanity.  The prophet is talking about Jesus, 
the Christ, who is yet to come. 
 The “Annunciation” in our Gospel today identifies Jesus 
as the “beloved Son of God.”  By undergoing John’s 
baptism of water, Jesus fulfills the ritual tradition.  But 
immediately, there is another Baptism specifying Him as 
the “beloved servant.”  This action of the Holy Spirit is more 
of a Confirmation or Ordination.  After this moment, 
everything is changed: By the descent of the Holy Spirit, 
Jesus becomes incarnated and incorporated into the 
human family.  By that same Spirit, He embraces His role 
as the “Servant-Messiah.”  On the day of Pentecost, the 
very same Spirit, incarnates or incorporates humanity in 
God. 
 Our being Baptized and Confirmed makes us people of 
the “Annunciation.”  Years have passed since that event 
and we have grown and developed.  As we come down 
from the “Christmas Highs”, let our continual annunciation 
of Jesus Christ as Lord pave the way for a new year of 
blessings from our God.
