FIFTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

JULY 11, 2010

Many Jews maintain the tradition of having the
Word of God affixed to their doorposts in a little box called
a mezuzah. Also, they may wear the Word of God in little
cloth  or leather pouch over their hearts and
foreheads. This is called a Tefelin. Moses taught that
these Laws would keep the people close to God and God
close to them. We have a similarly beautiful tradition of
anointing ourselves at Mass before the Gospel is
proclaimed. As we make the sign of the cross on our
foreheads, lips and hearts, we pray, “May the Gospel be in
my mind, on my lips and in my heart.” In each tradition, the
message is the same: It is not enough to receive God’'s
Words; we must live them.
In the Gospel, we hear once again the familiar parable
of the Good Samaritan. A scholar of the Law asks Jesus a
qguestion, which is designed to begin a lengthy discussion
and another trap. The scholar demonstrates that he knows
God’'s Law by reciting Leviticus 18 and 19, “Loving ones
neighbor is a sacred responsibility of the faithful Jewish
person.” Then, in attempt to gain the upper hand, he asks,
“But who is my neighbor?” In the Parable of the Good
Samaritan, Jesus takes the answer from the scholars head
and lays it upon his heart.

The two who pass by the victimized man have valid
religious reasons for not offering any assistance. Jesus
asks those listening to notice a greater good. While it may
be religiously unlawful to help the victim and loose one’s
purity, Jesus asks everyone to keep their eyes and hearts
open to a way of life that is more blessed because it
reflects the mind and heart of God.

In the parable, it is the hated foreigner who is moved
with compassion flowing from his head and heart. In the
same way, Jesus is the stranger who rushes to aid our
humanity which has fallen and been robbed of
innocence. As Jesus tends to our needs and brings us
God’'s Word, we are relieved of wondering what we should
do next. We should go and do likewise.
