 The story recounted in our Gospel today is another 

one of those wonderful and truly human stories contained 

in the Scriptures.  It follows exactly after last-Sunday’s story 
of the Good Samaritan who welcomed a man who had 

been beaten and left for dead.  Jesus is welcomed by 

Martha into her house, while her sister, Mary, welcomes 

Him into her soul.   

     This story of welcoming concludes a difficult chapter 
containing some of the basic teachings of Jesus, about 

which we have been listening to the last three weeks.  We 

heard about the commissioning of the first disciples who 

are to go out to preach the Good news—without much 
material support.  We have heard about the implications of 

loving our neighbor and caring for them.  The story about 

Mary and Martha helps us summarize these teachings and 

reflect upon them.    

          Martha may have been angry at Mary because she 
did not live up to her expectations.  I wonder if our anger is 

sometimes related to our own inability to confront our own 

insufficiencies?  As Martha struggles to keep busy, Mary 

seems to have heard that her insufficiencies, limitations 
and simple humanity were blessed and loved by Jesus. 

     Martha is doing many things of welcome on an external 

level.  Good deeds are expected from all of us.  Mary and 

the Good Samaritan are doing the loving things that are a 

result of “listening to” or being intimate, not only with the 
teachings of Jesus, but to the person of Jesus.  Mary 

welcomes all of Jesus and she will get busy about many 

things, but she will do them as a revelation of Jesus Christ.
