One of the recurring questions in the New 
Testament is, “To whom do you belong?”   During this time 
of year, many people exchange rings in a ceremony 
indicating that they belong to one special person.  Others 
express their sense of belonging by permanently “inking” 
the beloved’s name on their body—we call it a “tattoo.” 

 
In St. Paul’s Letter to the Church in Galatia, he 

speaks about belonging to Jesus Christ.  “From now on, let 
no one make troubles for me; for I bear the marks of Jesus 
on my body.”  What were those marks and how did they 
indicate that Paul belonged to Jesus?  When we were 
baptized, an indelible mark was placed upon our soul and 
we were labeled “Christian.”  When people look at us, can 
they see the marks of Jesus on us? 

 
In the Gospel, Jesus appoints an additional 72 

disciples to help accomplish His mission.  He said, “Carry 
no bag, no money sack, no additional sandals, and by all 
means, greet no one along the way.  In other words, do not 
get distracted.  Your greeting and mission shall be, “Peace 
to this household.” 

 
“In the event that you are not accepted,” Jesus 

continues, “leave the town and do not even take their dust 
with you!”  That is good advice for us today.  From a 
spiritual perspective, one might ask, “What is the dust I 
need to shake from me?” 

 
 As the disciples return they recount the amazing things 
that happened to them and what they accomplished in 
Jesus’ name.  His words to them are  helpful even to 
us.  “Do not rejoice because the spirits are subject to you, 
but rejoice because your names are written in heaven."  In 
other words, do not rejoice in your gifts, but rejoice be 
cause you belong to me, and your gifts bear witness to that 
truth.  In this day and age, when people so easily label 
themselves with jewelry or ink, what are the marks that 
reveal to whom we belong?  What is it about us that says 
“Jesus Christ is Lord?”
