TWELFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

JUNE 20, 2010

On some very special Sundays, after all of the
Masses have finished, some families remain in Church for
a very special celebration. The families are dressed very
nicely, and with them is a very special infant engulfed in a
long white gown. The beautiful gown is a miniature version
of the one given to the newly baptized at the Easter
Vigil. The symbolism of the gown is perfect: The infant is
“putting on Christ” and is completely covered with the
flowing fabric. Usually it is impossible to distinguish
whether the child is male or female.

The words from St. Paul’s Letter to the Galatians, which
is our second reading, quite likely were recorded from one
of the first baptism ceremonies. They make the assertion
that when we are clothed with Christ in Baptism, the labels
that mark our place in society fall away. Paul says that
Baptism in Christ gives all equal status in the family of
God. There is no privilege given to those who were born
into God’'s Family first, nor are there different levels of
inheritance. The baptized are all equal in Christ.

The ending of the Gospel moves in a similar
direction. Jesus asks His followers to deny themselves and
take up their cross daily. For us, Baptism is the first step in
a life-long effort to let go of any desire for privilege based
on status. The Christian concept of “denial of self” only
makes sense when it is used as a means of “searching for
the common good.”

Every day there is something in us that wants
recognition, celebration, acceptance and honor. The
graces God makes available to us are able to detoxify us
from this “very human” condition and bathe us once again
in the life of Christ. “And if you belong to Christ, then you
are Abraham’s descendant, heirs according to the
promise” (Gal. 3:29).
