A Few Words from Pope Benedict 16th… 
Dear brothers and sisters, the Eucharist is at the root of every 
form of holiness, and each of us is called to the fullness of life in 
the Holy Spirit. ... The celebration and worship of the Eucharist 
enable us to draw near to God's love and to persevere in that love 
until we are united with the Lord whom we love. The offering of 
our lives, our fellowship with the whole community of believers 
and our solidarity with all men and women are essential aspects 
of that logiké latreía, spiritual worship, holy and pleasing to God 
(cf. Rom 12:1), which transforms every aspect of our human 
existence, to the glory of God. I therefore ask all pastors to spare 
no effort in promoting an authentically Eucharistic Christian 
spirituality. Priests, deacons and all those who carry out a 
Eucharistic ministry should always be able to find in this service, 
exercised with care and constant preparation, the strength and 
inspiration needed for their personal and communal path of 
sanctification. I exhort the lay faithful, and families in particular, 
to find ever anew in the sacrament of Christ's love the energy 
needed to make their lives an authentic sign of the presence of the 
risen Lord. I ask all consecrated men and women to show by their 
Eucharistic lives the splendor and the beauty of belonging totally 
to the Lord. 
Dear Lord, you gave us your Body and Blood for our salvation, 
to put an end to sin and death's power over us. You gave your 
entire self for us and to us that we might continually be nourished 
by your example. Continue to feed us with your life and your 
love, O Lord. As we receive this gifted communion with you, Lord 
Jesus, may we grow in gratitude, in courage, in generosity in 
being broken and given for others. Let us love those closest to 
home first. Let there be healing and peace because you let us 
receive your own Body and Blood as a gift of healing and peace, 
for others. Let our receiving of your Body and Blood make us 
more compassionate to hear the cries of the poor. May our 
communion with you bind us to your loving heart for all your 
people. May we be a Eucharistic people who labor for justice and 
peace in our world, which can only come when there is no more 
hunger or need. We ask this, more readied to say "Amen" to the 
gift of your Body and Blood, for us and for our mission, in 
you.
