FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT

MARCH 14, 2010

The Gospel presented to us today is a wonderful
parable open to all kinds of questions, answers, and self-
reflections. The younger son, in a sense, is the newest
member to the family. He is selfish, greedy and rebellious.
The elder son, who came first, has done all things just as
he was instructed. As they were observing the lesson, the
Pharisees certainly knew Jesus was comparing them to the
older son. As the father welcomed back the disobedient
son, so “sinners” are welcomed by Jesus who eats with
them just as the father and his household ate with the
welcomed-back son.

The elder son does not want to have anything to do with
the household, the younger son nor the celebration. In a
similar way, the Pharisees stand at a distance and judge
the entire gathering of Jesus and His company of sinners.
The father recalls to his elder son that they have always
been together and in love have shared in everything. “You
were never lost,” the father tells him, “but your brother was
dead and gone, but now he has returned.” There is always
the welcome back of God. Jesus is teaching that God never
abandons even the worst sinner. The father had gone out
each day to see if the younger son had come to his senses,
and the son had done just that.

After having sufficient time to reflect on the
consequences of his actions, he talks himself back to his
truest identity, that he is a son of a loving father. He rises
and prepares to talk his way back into the family home- not
as a “son”, but as a hired hand.

One interpretation of this parable is that each of us is

made up of both sons. The elder part of us is ordered,
strict, obedient, logical, exact, dutiful, and pleased with our
own good works. The younger part of us is inconsistent,
envious, self-satisfying, independent, and stubborn. Our
elder-side is quite unhappy with the internal tensions. The
younger-side does eventually come to its senses. We live
in that tension between the self-righteous and the self-
redeemed-by-Christ.  Like the Pharisees, those who live
severely judging others are victimized by their own self-
centered severity. Those who are forgiven, tend to be
forgiving of others.
