 There are parallels found in the readings 
concerning the first days of our Church and the Church in 
our day.  The world today is full of unrest and 
dissatisfaction.  A controversial war is raging on, 
unemployment is high, many of our citizens are attacking 
our president and former president, and, while criticism can 
and should stimulate change, our Church is often the brunt 
of a criticism that is meant to demoralize us.  In general, 
people are rude to each other.  
 
     During the first days of our Church there was great 
poverty, many of the parishioners were not citizens of the 
Roman Empire, the Founder of our Church was murdered, 
the Church was the brunt of a criticism meant to silence 
Her voice and demoralize Her people.   But there is one 
difference:  Christians were kind to each other. 
 
     It is in this context that we hear about Stephen, one of 
the first priests ordained by the Apostles.  Can you imagine 
the sadness and shock experienced by our ancestors as 
they watched one of their priests being executed.  And for 
what?  Vision.  “I see the Son of Man standing at the right 
hand of God.”  Like the childish bullies of the school yard, 
his persecutors “cried out in a loud voice, covered their 
ears and rushed upon him.” 
 
     While the unrest and anger that is upon our world today 
has made some people embrace a new level of rudeness, 
the response of the Primitive Church reacted in another 
way.  As Stephen falls to his knees, he imitates our 
Founder, “receive my Spirit Lord, and do not hold this sin 
against them.”  Perhaps the solution for our unhappiness is 
found in manifesting a new level of generosity. 
 
     In Acts 8:4, after the persecution of the Church became 
intense, “those who had been scattered went about 
preaching the Word… With one accord, crowds paid 
attention, demons fled, the sick were healed and the city 
rejoiced.”  Furthermore, in Chapter 9, Paul experiences 
conversion.  The presence and example of the First 
Christians made a positive change in their world. 
 
     In our Psalm we pray, The Lord is King, the most high 
over all the earth!  Not only are we His, but God has given 
us the indwelling of His Holy Spirit.  “In the world you will 
have trouble,” Jesus says, “but take courage, I have 
conquered the world.”
