 The Solemnity of all Saints and the celebration of All 
Souls recalls the faithful who have gone before us in life 
and into eternal life.  These are the souls, who, on the 
journey of life, embraced those joyful or tearful grace-filled 
moments of transformation and began living the 
resurrection in the here-and-now.  We have all known good 
and holy people.  We have all lost someone dear to us 
whom we gently carry in memory and prayer.  As we 
celebrate those saints living in heaven today, and the souls 
of our loved ones tomorrow, we must remember that we 
are also celebrating our own future. 
     The Kingdom of God is already among us, but it is not 
yet fully revealed.  Jesus, Mary, Joseph, Elizabeth, 
Zechariah and John the Baptist could see signs of the 
Kingdom already present, but not yet fully revealed.  They 
lived as citizens of this heavenly Kingdom. 
     The Beatitudes of Matthew’s Gospel form the spiritual 
platform on which Jesus will stand, live His life and even 
die.  In His words we are given the characteristics of those 
who desire a participation in the Kingdom already present. 
     Being blessed is based on God sharing part of His 
essence with us and our response of sharing that goodness 
with those around us.  We are not holy by what we do.  We 
are holy because of the essence God has shared with us.  
So, “Blessed are the poor in spirit…” They are blessed 
because they know God has shared His essence with 
them.  It is made visible by their words and actions. 
     As we celebrate All Saints, we call to mind our heroes 
and heroines.  For example, St. Ignatius of Loyola, who 
went from a soldier to spiritual leader.  Or, St. Elizabeth 
Ann Seton, who was a convert to Catholicism.  She not 
only founded a group of nuns, but is responsible for 
developing Catholic Schools in our nation. 
     The Kingdom of God is already present, but not fully 
revealed.  A saint is someone who can see signs of the 
Kingdom, claim citizenship in that Kingdom and live for that 
Kingdom— right now.
