THIRTY-SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

NOVEMBER 8, 2009

Our Gospel today recalls the story of the Widow’s Mite.
As various types of religious people pass the Temple
Money Box, they put their hands into the box dropping
money. Everyone sees who they are and how much they
give to their temple. As the scene unfolds a poor widow
steps up to the box and deposits all that she has, a “mite.”
In Jesus’ day, there were no coins called ‘mites” these
came about much later in history. Mark’s Gospel claims
she deposited less than a “Quadrans” which is less than
the smallest Roman Coin.

The first part of the Gospel passage prepares us for the
widow. In this section we are given an indictment about the
self-serving behavior and religious practices of the scribes.
Jesus warns His followers not to embrace these eccentric
practices as they live and proclaim the Gospel.

This sets the stage for the lesson about the widow.
While others gave a little from their abundance, she gave
all she possessed. The story is weakened by our use of
the word, “donate.” Putting money in the temple is an
investment . What is invested by our contribution is our
selves. My level of giving equals my level of giving myself
to Jesus.

When we enter the Church, we do not drop our coins
into the treasury. Rather, we drop our fingers into the basin
at the doors of the church— which contains the water that
first welcomed us into the family of the church. We place
some water on ourselves as a reminder that Jesus dropped
into our poverty and has made us His treasure.

We enter the holy place not as strangers but as a family
that belongs together. As the familiar ritual unfolds we are
reminded that we not only belong together, but through the
life, death and resurrection of Jesus we are something
more: the new People of God.

Why the widow went to temple on that day is unclear.
Perhaps she wanted to renew her sense of being in the
community of the People of God. Nevertheless, just as she
invested all that she had to the Temple, Jesus invests all
that He has into our lives. For that reason we make Church
a part of our weekend. We are called. We are
Evangelized. We are Sent, Missioned, Massed and
Remembered. We are Blessed.
