THIRTIETH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

OCTOBER 25, 2009

There is warmth and goodness in the Scripture Lesson
today. The readings speak of promises and fulfillment.
They describe ways in which God moves towards us and
offers us ways out of certain exiles, alienations and
darkness.

We hear in the First Reading of how God'’s love sent the
people into captivity in order to get their attention and
provoke a faithful response. Now God will gather them all
together and reinforce their name as “the beloved.”

The Gospel recalls the familiar story of the blind man
calling to Jesus. Blindness was very common in Jesus’
day. Most cases were due to trachoma, a contagious
infection of the lining of the eyelids and the cornea. The
disease was transmitted by flies and poor hygiene. One of
the great mysteries of the day was how God could give the
gift of sight and then take it away.

In some cases, blindness was thought to be the result of
displeasing God. Yet despite the pain of knowing that for
some reason God has deprived one of sight, a blind person
did not feel cursed. This is because according to Genesis,
God existed in the darkness long before he created light.
To live in darkness, therefore, is to live in the presence of
God. Such intimacy with God can compensate a blind
person who can interact with but not see other people who
are created in the image and likeness of God.

Just as Jesus is passing by the blind man, He is passing
by us, as well. Just like the blind man, we too are in need
of visual healing. By our fallen nature we have varying
forms of visual impairment and or shame. We can fail to
see or appreciate how beautiful and blessed each one of us
is. Unfortunately, after a person has gone away from us,
only then do we notice how their presence blessed our
lives.

On this weekend we are asked to pray for the priests we
have and for an increase in vocations. Our Second
Reading from the Letter to the Hebrews speaks about
priests in the present-tense: “Brothers and sisters, every
high priest is taken from among men and made their
representatives before God, to offer gifts and sacrifices for
sins.... No one takes this upon themselves, but only when
called by God...” Standing before us in church today is a
man who has experienced an invitation from God to stand
against the horizon where heaven and earth meet. And
there, suspended between the Divine and mortal, go to our
God for us, and come back to us speaking for God. And
yet, our blindness has caused a shortage of men such as
these.

Bartimaeus knew he was blind and desired to see. We
can see and remain blind to the awesome beauty that is
our priest. He is alter Christus, another Christ.

“You are a priest forever, a priest like Melchizedek of old”
